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Abstract

This is the research regarding cattle breeding ceremonies of types and

details in Jeju area in the Joseon Dynasty Periods.

Jeju was established stock farms by Mongolia when the Koryo Dynasty

Periods Chung-Ryul king was second year(1276). And then, in Joseon

periods, those were getting more important as national farms. Therefore,

there are performed variety ceremonies for oxen and horses in Jeju.

Cattle breeding ceremonies of Jeju are separated to manage by

government ritual and private. First, there were existed MAJOJE, MAJE

and GONGMA-HAESINJE superintended by Jeju government. First of all

MAJOJE is a kind of rituals for prayed to horse god and MAJE is a

ceremony for winning of war or hunting. Lastly, GONGMA-HAESINJE is a

ceremony for safe voyage that was used to offer horses from Jeju to

central government.

Private Managers who care oxen and horses had to conduct more than

government officers since there were the intimate relations between

private ceremonies and the ways of ranching. Namely, farming method

was closed with putting the cattle out to pasture. For that reason there

were a lot of ceremonies for prevention of pasturage accidents.

Private cattle breeding ceremonies had different types such as

NAKINCOSHE, GUIPYOCOSHE, BATBALLINEUNCOSHE, DANGEURYEO,

BACJOONGEURYEO, BACJOONGMABULIMEURYO so on.

NAKIN is a brand which means buttocks of oxen and horses were

stamped by hot metal and GUIPYO is a sign that cut a part of oxen and



horses ear. BATBALLINEUNCOSHE is a ceremony between sowing seeds

and stepping of oxen and horses also DANGEURYEO is a ceremony for

pray to god to find lost oxen and horses. BACJOONGEURYEO is a ritual

in a cattle farm with oxen and horses at midnight on July 14 together

with BACJOONGMABULIMEURYO is a ritual in a center of village which

called DANG by shaman. These ceremonies had prayed for unharmed and

prosperous of oxen and horses.

Cattle breeding ceremonies of Jeju are formed by shamanism.

Ceremonies managed by government were also conducted by shaman and

private ceremonies conducted by individual but this form was also

shamanism.

Traditionally, people minded the god from sky, mountainsand also

water. In the Koryo Dynasty Periods, it was common to pray to sky,

mountains and water god. However, in joseon periods, it was prohibited

because people thought that only emperors and kings have authorities to

pray to god as sky, mountain and water.

For that reason, Jeju private ceremonies have been changed to

individual ceremonies. In addition those were changed having a ceremony

covertly during night

It got the points of cattle breeding ceremonies historically and

traditionally so far. It has limited for research from government examples

since there was not enough evidences. Moreover, in private cases, there

was not sufficient precedent researching. On this account it had to

research depends on field survey instead of disappeared examples.

Finally, it needs to dig out hidden literature evidences and broad field

survey in the future.
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
