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Abstract

Yi Gang-hoi’s Tamnajikbangseol( ) and
Jeju-do

Yi Gang-hoi ( ) paid the most attention to the theories of

governing among the disciples of Cheong Yagyong. He desired to inherit

the doctrines of Tasan, and further, combine the doctrines of Tasan and

Northern Learning ( ) as one. This is one of the most conspicuous

outcomes made in the 19th century intellectual history in that it would try to

unify governing thoughts of Namin ( ) and Noron ( ). At the time,

one of the medium of fusion was research on Jurye ( ). Jurye is a book

that had organized systems and civilizations in the era of Ju ( ).

Tamnajikbangseol came from research on Jurye in an extended meaning.

“Jikbang” means an item of Jurye. He had written Tamnajikbangseol in

order to correctly govern the world.

Tamnajikbangseol consists of two parts in general: First, it contains

general human and geological standing of Jeju-do; second is

Sangchangyesimal ( ). In the first part, it describes the general

standing of Jeju-do geology and, at the same time, it is outstanding in that it

approaches Jurye with a critical view point the book has ; in particular, it is

very notable that many military aspects are pointed out. Moreover, it also

focuses on criticism of society in that it criticizes a system of government

collecting unjust taxes and levies from offsprings of the criminal in

Hwabukjin ( ) or unfair taxes from commercial ships. Secondly,

Sangchangyesimal deals with the accidental death of Yang Jae-hae in

prison that severely affected Jeju-do uprisings in the first half of the 19th

century. Yang Jae-hae’s death in prison was known to be an independence

movement by the people of Jeju-do, and according to Yi Gang-hoi, it was

known that the uprising was manipulated by an organization of official

clerks called Sangchangye ( ).

Tamnajikbangseol is a research book for Jeju-do in the first half of 19th

century, and it is recognized as important in that it has been made with the

help of the Tasan Studies. It seems important to us in the sense that Jurye

was an academic keyword to the point of expanding to research on

geological books. In particular, Sangchangyesimal is very useful in the

sense of revealing truth of Yang Jae-hae’s death in prison in the first half of

19th century. Furthermore, the fact that an evil custom of local civil

functionary is described in detail would contribute greatly to research on

local communities in Jeolla-do as well as Jeju-do in the 19th century.
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
