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The Influence of Elementary Students Perceptions
of Tourism and Community Satisfaction on
Attitudes towards Local Tourists

This study investigates the elementary students’ perceptions of the
impacts on the tourism and community satisfaction as well as their
attitudes toward local tourists in Jeju Island. The survey was conducted
in two parts of Jeju Island. One was conducted in Hallim, a rural
community of Jeju city and the other was carried out in Jeju-si, the
major city of Jeju Special Self-Governing Province. The research has
confirmed the elementary students' perceptions did not distinguish such
economic impacts or the social. However, they clearly perceived the
environmental impacts from tourism. The rural young residents’ highly
regarded the economic benefits and the expectations of local tourism
than the same age group young residents in the Jeju-si area. The
attitudes towards local tourists were influenced by the perceptions of
tourism impacts, community satisfaction, and their expectations of local

tourism.
